INTRODUCTION : 
We have all had occasion to come across colleagues who appeared rather “dumb” in a particular aspect of academic performance - while they were normal in others. In retrospect we could assume these were possible candidates for the diagnosis of SPECIFIC  LEARNING  DISABILITY.
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Children with learning disorders - face problems in acquisition and use of skills : like reading, writing, spelling; arithmetic and / or language. These challenges in their learning processes greatly hinder academic performance.
